SICKNESS POLICY
The safety and health of the entire Nursery is of paramount importance and therefore is the responsibility of each parent to ensure that they do not place anyone at risk from infection, if these simple guidelines are met it will help ensure a safer environment for your child.

Sickness and Diarrhoea
A child with Sickness and or Diarrhoea must be clear of any illness for 48 hours before entering Nursery again.

A child who has been sick during the night cannot enter the Nursery the next morning, without exception, a child is not sick without reason. If a child becomes sick during Nursery time either with vomiting or diarrhoea, then parents will be contacted and asked to collect their child.

Sudden Temperature
If a child has had a temperature within 24 hours of attending Nursery the child must remain at home to ensure no infectious disease will be passed on. If a child has a sudden rise in temperature whilst attending Nursery he/she will be cooled down, the parents will be contacted immediately in order to collect child.

Conjunctivitis
Is extremely contagious and therefore is not allowed into Nursery, the sooner it is treated the sooner the child can return but only when all the redness and puss has subsided.

Spots or Rash
On sighting any spots/rash a child must remain at home until the Doctor has diagnosed the cause and the necessary incubation period has been enforced before returning to Nursery. If a rash appears during Nursery the parent will be contacted and asked to remove their child.
Headlice
Please check regularly through your child's hair for any signs, if you comb your child's hair each day there is less risk of any infestation.. If we find any on your child during Nursery we will need to contact you and ask you to remove your child, please ask for a leaflet on the subject if you are worried about what to look for in your child's hair.

Threadworm
If your child is scratching its bottom then threadworm is the likely cause.  It is extremely contagious and easily treated so please be vigilant, it occurs more often in children who suck their fingers or have a comfort toy and be assured that we will inform you if we suspect there to be a problem.

Please would you inform us if your child has come into contact with any infectious illness and phone into the Nursery when absent through illness.

We respectfully request that you acknowledge the Nursery's Sickness Policy and Guidelines on Children's health by signing and returning a copy of this statement.
